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Centenaries

Vystava prehodnocuje diela troch ,storo¢nych” autorov zo zbierky galérie, hladajic Zanrové, ¢i tematické suvislosti, ako i paralely
z dokumentaéného archivu. V roku 2022 si pripominame 100 rokov od narodenia Jana Simo-Svréeka (*1922 - t2006),
Emila Paulovica (*1922 - 12004) a Michala Petreka (*1922 — 11972). Vystava je uvedend v ramci dramaturgického cyklu JUBILANTI.

V zbierke galérie sa nachadza celkom 226 diel, prevazne kresieb, autora Jana Simo-Svréeka. Vo svojej tvorbe sa venoval monumen-
talnej mal'be a krajinomalbe, pri ktorej vyuzival techniku mastného a suchého pastelu. Kreslil flomastrom, ceruzou, suchym

a mastnym pastelom a Stetcom. Kresby zachytdvaju dobovy obraz vychodoslovenskej krajiny a hradbovych komplexov na Slovensku.
Simo-Svréek vystizne zaznamenal v linorytoch a kresbdch mnohé, dnes zaniknuté lokality Spisskej Novej Vsi: architektonické
kompozicie asanovanych lokalit mestského intravildnu rozpracoval flomastrom na vyse 40-tich kresbach. Archiv galérie disponuje
velkorysym darom od autora — 1089 kresieb slovenskych i zahrani¢nych architektonickych scenérii: vystava premiérovo uvddza
vyber z dokumenta&ného archivu, orientovany na krajinu Spisa, figury, ¢i iné Zanrové motivy.

Emil Paulovi¢ sa venoval krajinomalbe, zatiSiam s kvetinami a portrétnej tvorbe. In§pirdciou sa mu stala priroda rodného kraja,
ale aj prirodné kréasy Slovenska. V zbierkovom fonde galérie sa nachadza 13 malieb a 2 kresby autora. Vacsina diel zachytava slo-
venskU krajinu, dominanty miest a architektonické zakutia. Zbierku dopifaju portréty umelca Stefana Cpina a neznamych pltnikov.

Tretim jubilantom je Michal Petrek, ktory sa narodil v SpiSskych Vlachoch. Petrekova maliarska tvorba bola zo zaciatku
ovplyvnend dielom Jana Mudrocha a najma odkazom Ludovita Fully, s ktorym sa stotozrioval v uplatriovani abstraktnych a dekora-
tivnych poléh malby. Postupnym abstrahovanim a geometrizéciou tvarov vylUcil z maliarskej plochy predmet. V zbierke galérie
sa nachadzaju iba 3 Petrekove malby. Velkoformatova zdnrové olejomal’ba Vesanie pradla z roku 1956 je ukazkou uplatnenia
postimpresionistickych tendencii. Kolekciu diel v zbierke doplfaji 2 portrétne mal'by vyznacujice sa uvolnenym rukopisom.

The exhibition re-evaluates the works of three “centenarian” artists from the Gallery’s collection, seeking out genres, thematic
links and also parallels from among the archive materials. 2022 marks the centenary of the births of Jan Simo-Svréek (*1922 - 12006),
Emil Paulovi¢ (*1922 - 12004) and Michal Petrek (*1922 - 11972). The exhibition is part of the HONOUREES cycle of exhibitions.

The collection of the Gallery of Spi% Artists includes 226 works by the artist Jan Simo-Svréek, primarily in the form of drawings.
The artist focused on large-format paintings and landscapes in oil and dry pastels, but his drawings were made in felt-tip pen,
pencil, oils and dry pastels and brushwork. The drawings capture period scenes of East Slovak landscapes and the castles and city
walls of Slovakia. Simo-Svréek memorialised many long-vanished areas of Spi$ska Nova Ves in a series of succinct linotypes

and drawings: he created more than forty of these felt-tip architectural compositions of the now-demolished outskirts of the town.
The Gallery’s archives boast a generous gift from the artist — 1089 of his drawings of architectural scenes from Slovakia and abroad.
This exhibition presents a selection of these archive materials for the first time, focusing on Spi$ landscapes, figurative works

and other genre motifs.

Emil Paulovi¢ worked mainly on landscapes, still lifes with flowers, and portraits. His native region was a constant inspiration
to him, as was the beauty of Slovakia as a whole. The Gallery’s collection includes thirteen paintings and two drawings by the artist,
the majority of which capture the Slovak landscape, important landmarks and architectural hidden corners, but the collection
is complemented by portraits of the artist Stefan Cpin and some un-named rafters.

The third honouree is Michal Petrek who was born in Spi§ské Vlachy. From the beginning of his artistic career, Petrek’s painting
style was influenced by the works of Jan Mudroch and by the legacy of Ludovit Fulla in particular, as can be seen in the use of
abstract and decorative arrangements of the painting. By gradually abstracting and geometrizing the forms, the subject disappears
from the canvas. Only three of Petrek’s paintings feature in the Gallery’s collection. A large-format genre painting in oils titled
Hanging Out the Laundry from 1956 is an example of the application of postimpressionistic tendencies, while two portraits display
the artist’s characteristic laidback style.
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
